Fort Worth, Texas (November 1, 2010) – After a month of online voting in a contested race, The Arts Council 
of Fort Worth and Tarrant County announced Kids Who Care, Inc. (KWC) as the winner of its “Art Attacks” 
promotional contest, identifying the KWC Art Attack video, “Kids in the District,” as the popular favorite. The 
Arts Council will present Kids Who Care, Inc., which received nearly 42 percent of the votes for their 
participation in the contest, with $5,000. 
 
“Art Attacks” was a city-wide, guerrilla marketing campaign to promote the new arts and entertainment 
ticketing website, WorthGoing.com, a program of the Arts Council of Fort Worth and Tarrant County that 
launched September 1, 2010. To celebrate the WorthGoing.com launch, the Arts Council invited creative 
individuals and organizations throughout the community to conceive and execute unique, Worthgoing.com-
branded events in the Fort Worth area. Over the span of three months Art Attacks where held in an effort to 
get the community excited about art and generate buzz about the new website. Once all twelve Art Attacks 
were complete, the public was invited to vote for their favorite. Edging out the video for a mobile installation 
of mannequins made entirely from packing tape, the best Art Attack was an energetic and engaging flash 
mob that surprised guests at the Fort Worth Museum of Science and History. Kids Who Care carried signs and 
handed out cards promoting WorthGoing.com as they performed a choreographed lip sync to the song 
“Fame.”  
 
“We are thrilled by the enthusiastic support Kids Who Care received across Tarrant County and beyond that 
allowed us to win the $5,000 Art Attack grand prize,” said Deborah Jung, founder and executive director of 
Kids Who Care Musical Theatre. “We are grateful to the Arts Council of Fort Worth and Tarrant County for 
their continued support of the arts community and enjoyed joining with artists across Greater Fort Worth to 
help get the word out about WorthGoing.com.”
