We are thrilled to take Deep in the Heart, a show that inspires audiences to dream big, think big and go after their dreams, to the Boys and Girls Clubs in the heart of Chicago.”
“Boys & Girls Clubs of Chicago is thrilled to have Kids Who Care perform for us,” said Lakesha Nelson, project director for Boys and Girls Clubs of Chicago. “It is so inspiring for the members to see their peers performing; something many of the members have aspirations to do.”

Each year, Kids Who Care travels in March for a spring tour that includes performance, community outreach, cultural exchange and arts education. 
While in Chicago, Kids Who Care also plans to conduct placement auditions for young artists interested in participating in Kids Who Care’s 2007 summer companies in Fort Worth.
