A year and a half after the 9/11 terrorist attack, Kids Who Care sang in NYC at a firehouse that lost all of its firefighters to the 9/11 tragedy. The children were overwhelmed as the small fire station and their families thanked them. During that same trip, the children stood at the fence at Ground Zero and sang. It was hallowed ground, and the children were deeply impacted. Several of those same children will be performing tonight.
 

"Tonight is not just a performance," says Deborah Jung, executive director of Kids Who Care. "It's a moment to come together as a community and remember people, real people, who gave their lives helping each other. It's also a celebration of hope. Firefighters saved 20,000 people; 3,000 lost their lives. The legacy of 9/11 is one of heroes, not of terror."

The concert will be held September 11th from 7:00-9:00 p.m. at 8.0 Restaurant, 111 East Third Street, Downtown Fort Worth, Texas.
